ii. Quiz Competition :-  A Quiz Competition on freedom struggle will be launched 

on the MyGov website and will be accessible through https://quiz.mygov.in on   

9th August, 2017.  It will also be available on Narendra Modi App which can be 

downloaded on any smartphone. All students of classes XI and XII may be 

encouraged to take this quiz on an online mode.  For participation, each student 

has to first register with MyGov (if not already registered) and get credentials or 

can log in using Gmail credentials/fresh credentials on the Narendra Modi App.  

This quiz may also be printed out in a physical form and given to the students on 

9th August 2017.  The same may be evaluated at the school level and the 

students who score the highest may be suitably felicitated.  

 

iii. Painting Competition :- Schools may organise Painting  Competition on the 

theme of Independence Movement from the 9th to 30th August, 2017 for the

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students of classes VI to X.  The best paintings out of these may be displayed in 

the school notice board/published in school magazine and also uploaded on
